Knowledge and Skills Progression

Our intent, when teaching French at Borrow Wood, is to provide our pupils with a language education that will capture their curiosity and enhance their
understanding of the world. We believe that the teaching of French should allow children to express their ideas in a different language, and be able to
listen, understand and respond to French speakers. We aim to foster children’s enjoyment of learning to speak another language at an age where they
tend to be less self-conscious about speaking aloud. Children are always encouraged to have a go, support each other and persevere with their
pronunciation and written work. This links into the ‘Challenge’ part of our school ethos of CHOICE alongside ‘Ownership’.

It is widely believed that the early acquisition of a foreign language facilitates the learning of other foreign languages later in life and that the earlier a child
is exposed to a foreign language, the faster the language studied is acquired. Our mission is to create a French curriculum that is accessible for all and
allows all children to make progress.

The current overview is organised in steps rather than year group specific learning. This is because of the disruption to teaching which happened during the
academic year 2020-2021. Children’s learning in Years 4, 5 and 6 will need to overlap steps during the current academic year. The nature of the Catherine
Cheater Scheme means that all steps need to be taught sequentially for progress and understanding. Teachers are, however, able to use their professional
judgement as to when the children are confident in a skill and can progress quicker through a step.
