[bookmark: _GoBack]Begin by looking at the book together, look at the pictures and talk about what is happening. We want your child to succeed and see reading as an enjoyable and positive experience. 
Remember one page at a time is fine; it can be tiring when a child starts to read and they have to use many different skills, including recognising each letter sound (phoneme), saying each phoneme in turn and then blending them to make a word. They will then repeat this for each word in turn. Finally, they have to remember what each words says in the sentence. There will also be some sight words when cannot be read by breaking them into phonemes (sounds), and these will just need to be remembered. E.g. the, no, go, I, to.
How to read a simple sentence.
· Encourage your child to place their finger under the first word. If it is a sight word, can they remember it; if not then do tell them. Their finger should track under each word as they read.

· Encourage your child to say each sound in the word in turn. Here is a link, which will demonstrate the correct pronunciation for each phoneme. https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=BqhXUW_v-1s

· Now your child will blend the sounds to read the word. 

· Repeat for the next word.

· After each word is read return to the beginning to re-read the sentence so far to build fluency and understanding.

· Repeat until all the words in the sentence have been read.

· Re-read the whole sentence a few times to build fluency and confidence.

· Use lots of praise and encouragement.

The (a sight word your child will need to be able to read without saying the sounds, we have been practicing these in school).
The d-o-g
The dog
The dog i-s
The dog is
The dog is w-e-t
The dog is wet o-n
The dog is wet on the
The dog is wet on the m-a-t
The dog is wet on the mat.
If your child is finding the book too much of a challenge, then try one of the activities below
Can you find a letter b (use the phoneme (sound) not name)? It could be any letter sound.
How many ‘b’s can you see on this page? Are there more ‘b’s on the next page?
Look through the book together and see how many times you can find the word ‘the’, or any other sight word.
Point out one word and read it together.
Make up your own story from the pictures.
Write out the words from a sentence in the book individually on paper and build the sentence one word at a time. 
Use the words to make up a silly sentence.
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
