Dear Parents and carers,
Sight words are words the children need to be able to recall instantly. They are not phonetically decodable, so the children just need to know them by sight.
We have began to learn these in school and have assessed what the children have learnt already. Please could you focus on the next set at home. I would suggested introducing no more than two new words at a time. When they are confident, introduce the next one and so on.

3. Find matching pairs of sight words. Like the worksheets that you draw a line to the matching pair… but big.

7. Magic sight word learning. What sight word magically appears? Can you name it?
8. Can you spot the sight word in the magazine? Circle it!

10. Sight word speed racer game from No Time for Flash Cards
11. Sight word parking lot from Juggling with Kids
12. Sight word scavenger hunt from No Time for Flashcard
